Remember that the engine and exhaust pipe
will be hot when riding and afterwards; do
not allow skin or clothing to come in contact
with these components.
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With the engine idling, pull the clutch lever to
disengage the clutch and shift into 1st gear,
and then release the parking brake. Open the
throttle gradually, and at the same time,
release the clutch lever slowly. Once the
MOTO-4 has attained adequate speed,
release the throttle lever and at same time,
quickly pull in the clutch lever and shift into
2nd gear. Open the throttlie part way and
gradually release the clutch. Use this same
procedure as you move into the higher
gears. Be sure to coordinate the use of the
throttle and shift pedal properly. If the throt-
tle is applied too abruptly or if the throttie is
not released during shifting, or if the shift
pedal is not released before applying the
throttle, the front wheels may lift off the
ground resulting in a loss of directional con-
trol.

Therefore, unless the wheel on
the inside of the turn is allowed to slip or
lose some traction, the MOTO-4 will resist
turning. A special turning technique must be
used to allow the MOTO-4 to make turns
quickly and easily. It is essential that this skill
be learned first at low speed.

Spark plug inspection

The spark plug is an important engine com-
ponent and is easy to inspect. The condition
of the spark plug can indicate the condition
of the engine.

For example, a very white center electrode
porcelain color could indicate an intake air
leak or carburetion problem for that cylinder.
Do not attempt to diagnose such problems
yourseif.
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Instead, take the machine to a Yamaha deal-
er. You should periodically remove and
inspect the spark plug because heat and
deposits will cause the spark plug to slowly
break down and erode. If electrode erosion
becomes excessive, you should replace the
spark plug with one of the proper type.

Long term storage (60 days or more) of your
machine will require some preventive proce-
dures to guard against deterioration.

Remove the spark plug, pour about one
tablespoon of SAE 10W30 or 20W40
motor oil in the spark plug hole and
reinstall the spark plug. Ground the
spark plug wire and turn the engine
over several times to coat the cylinder
wall with oil.

What costs are my responsibifity during the warranty period?

The customer’s responsibility includes all costs of normal maintenance services,
non-warranty repairs, accident and collision damage, and oil, oil filters, air filters,
spark plugs, and brake shoes or pads.

What are some examples of “abnormal” strain, neglect, or abuse?

These terms are general and overlap each other in areas. Specific examples include:

Wiil the warranty be void or cancelled if | do not operate or maintain my new Moto-4
exactly as specified in the Owner’'s Manual?
