A special turning technique must be 
used to allow the ATV to make turns quickly 
and easily. It is essential that this skill be 
learned first at low speed.

HOW TO AVOID THE HAZARD 

Always follow proper procedures for turn­
ing as described in this Owner's Manual. 
Practice turning at low speeds before 
attempting to turn at faster speeds. Do 
not turn at speeds too fast for your skills 
or the conditions. 

As you approach a curve, slow down and 
begin to turn the handlebars in the desired 
direction. As you do so, put your weight on 
the footboard to the outside of the turn 
(opposite your desired direction) and lean 
your upper body into the turn. Use the throt­
tle to maintain an even speed through the 
turn. This maneuver will let the wheel on the 
inside of the turn slip slightly, allowing the 
ATV to make the turn properly.

This procedure should be practiced at slow 
speed many times in a large off-road area 
with no obstacles. If an incorrect technique is 
used, your ATV may continue to go straight. 
If the ATV doesn't turn, come to a stop and 
then practice the procedure again. If the rid­
ing surface is slippery or loose, it may help to 
position more of your weight over the front 
wheels by moving forward on the seat.

Once you have learned this technique you 
should be able to perform it at higher speeds 
or in tighter curves. 

Improper riding procedures such as abrupt 
throttle changes, excessive braking, incorrect 
body movements, or too much speed for the 
sharpness of the turn may cause the ATV to 
tip. If the ATV begins to tip over to the out­
side while negotiating a turn, lean more to 
the inside. It may also be necessary to gradu­
ally let off on the throttle and steer to the out­
side of the turn to avoid tipping over.

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WARRANTY QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 

Q. What costs are my responsibility during the warranty period? 
A. The customer's responsibility includes all costs of normal maintenance services, 

non~ warranty repairs, accident and collision damages, and oil, oil fitters, air filters, 
spark plugs, and brake shoes. 

Q. What are some examples of "abnormal" strain, neglect, or abuse? 
A. These terms are general and overlap each other in areas. Specific examples include: 

Running the machine out of oil, sustained high-rpm, full-throttle, operating the 
machine with a broken or damaged part which causes another part to fail, damage 
or failure due to improper or careless transportation and or tie down. tf you have 
any specific questions on operation or maintenance, please contact your dealer 
for advice. 

a. Does the warranty cover incidental costs such as towing or transportation due to 
a failure? 

A. No. The warranty is limited to repair of the machine itself. 

a. May I perform any or all of the recommended maintenance shown in the Owner's 
Manual instead of having the dealer do them? 

A. Yes, if you are a qualified mechanic and follow the procedures specified in the Owne(s 
and Service Manual. We do recommend, however, that items requiring 
special tools or equipment be done by Yamaha ATV dealer. 

a. Will the warranty be void or cancelled if I do not operate or maintain my new A TV 
exactly as specified in the Owner's Manual? 

A. No. The warranty on a new ATV cannot be "voided" or "cancelled." However, 
W • particulor foilure is coused by oparotion or mointenonce other then ulhown 
in the Owner's M1nU11I, that failure may not be covered under w•rranty. 

a. What responsibility does my dealer have under this warranty? 
A. Each Yamaha ATV dealer is expected to: 

1. Completely set up every new machine before sale. 
2. Explain the operation, maintenance, and warranty requirements to your satis­

faction at the time of sale, and upon your request at any later date. 
3. Each Yamaha ATV dealer is held responsible for his setup, service and war­

ranty repair work. 

a. Is the warranty transferable to second owners? 
A. Yes. The remainder of the existing warranty can be transferred upon request. The 

unit has to be inspected and re-registered by an authorized Yamaha ATV dealer 
for the policy to remain effective. 

CUSTOMER SERVICE 

If your machine requires warranty service, you must take it to any authorized 
Yamaha ATV dealer within the continental United States. Be sure to bring 
your warranty registration card or other valid proof of the original date of 
purchase. If a question or problem arises regarding warranty, first contact 
the owner of the dealership. Since all warranty matters are handled at the 
dealer level, this person is in the best position to help you. If you are still 
not satisfied and require additional assistance, please write:
